Arrowmen had the opportunity to
participate in classes at the Uncas
University in areas ranging from
Indian themes to Order of the
Arrow history to Ceremonies and
Indian Dancing. The University
program was started by Section W-
3A at their 1999 conclave.

Later in the day, attendees also
had the opportunity to attend the
Midway, participate in inter lodge
athletic games, Indian Dancing and
Ceremonies competitions.

The evening show featured a skit
about the future of the OA and
starred our own Chris Schoenthal as
Doofus. In addition to the skit, there
was a photographic montage of the days events, as
well as a showcase of the candidates for section
offices.  Outgoing W3B Section Chief, Matt
Dukeman of Orca Lodge MCed the program and
introduced the candidates for section offices.
