Arrowmen
who earn the award more than once during the
outlined three year period (2001-2003) may
purchase the silver attachment for having com-
pleted this award a second time (2002 or 2003
only) and the bronze attachment for havin
completed this award a third time (2003 only%
The attachment will be worn on the award's
white ribbon. Signatures of approval will be
required for each requirement.

e design selected will be the arrowhead
with the compass rose. The compass rose sym-
bolizes direction; the path ahead for one's trav-
el. Since our strategic plan also offers direction
for the Order's future, the compass rose is
appropriately su%er-im osed over the arrow-
head. A solid white ribbon, representing the
new direction for the Order, is most appropri-
ate. A wallet size certificate is issued with each
award.
