Lodge /nducts Over so New Members

Ocra Lodge successfully conducted both Spring Ordeals
on the weekends of June 1-3 and June 15-17. The Mow-A-
Toc Chapter hosted the Elk River ordeal, where 10 new can-
didates were inducted into the lodge. Two weeks later,
Cabrosha Chapter held their ordeal, inducting 41 new
members. Once again, the Brotherhood Hike was well

attended at the ordeals,
ushering several lodge members into the Brotherhood
Honor.

The Elk River ordeal was the site of several camp
improvement projects. Work crews and candidates laid
and buried over 300 feet of electrical conduit, as well as an
additional 300 feet of electrical wire around the camp.
Crews also excavated around the ranger’s house for a new
foundation and caulked several windows at the camp.

At Camp Navarro, a large number of lodge members
teamed up with candidates to complete a variety of jobs
around the camp. Crews were organized Friday night, con-
sisting of arrowmen and candidates. Jobs completed
included the sweeping of the Bosch Lodge roof and staff
cabin roofs, the construction of several raccoon boxes, as
well as the labeling of many Shaft newsletters. Also, a gen-
eral cleaning of certain areas of the camp was undertaken.
Trail improvements complemented the work of other crews
who removed downed limbs and underbrush from trav-
eled areas.

Congratulations especially to the new members and to
those who sealed their membership in the Order. The
Brotherhood Hikes, implemented within the last few years,
have been great successes and have allowed many Ordeal
Honor members to seal their membership. Those who are
eligible to receive the Brotherhood Honor should review
tenets of the Order and to write the Brotherhood letter now
in order to prepare for the Fall Ordeals.

Cabrosha Chapter will host their fall ordeal on the
weekend of October 19-21, while Mow-A-Toc will hold
their ordeal on the weekend of November 2-4. Look for
the registration form in this edition of the Orca Spouts to
register.

Conclave Approaches

The action-packed Section W-3B conclave will be held on
the weekend of September 28-30 at Shasta College in
Redding, California. Activities will commence with a
Friday night dive-in movie and Monte Carlo-style carnival
to welcome all arrowmen to encouraging each other in
"Climbing New Heights to Reach Greater Visions." The
action starts on Saturday with the opening show, and then
the new Netami Wulit University training program begins.
Arrowmen will have the opportunity to attend training sec-
tions and earn "degrees" in a variety of subjects including
American Indian Studies, Communications, Advising, and
OA History. The afternoon will host the traditional
Midway, which will feature lodge exhibitions, sports com-
petitions, OA Jeopardy, dance and ceremonies competi-
tions, and a fire-bucket brigade.
