PART 1

Controversial Article Research Activity

This is the first part of a two-tiered assignment for Mr. Sovel’s Computer Literacy class. It is designed to focus in on finding and using creditable research from online sources [although you are not limited to online sources for all of your information].

Objectives: 

To gather useful information on a controversial subject that affects people from 14 to 24 years old. For example, it could be about issues surrounding, smoking, weight, suicide, relationships or transmitted diseases. You may also use one of  the controversial topics used for the beginning practices in researching. Information that you gather must include certain elements:

1. A clear statement of what the controversial subject is about. Why is it controversial? What are the two sides of the argument?

2. It must have information from two creditable websites that present each of the opposing positions on your topic.

3. It must have at least two online newspaper or magazine quotations that add weight and strength to your arguments.

4. As an extra option, it may contain a clear conclusion or statement that shows your personal view of the subject.

5. You must have a minimum of four different citations [sources]. These sources must be put into a formal bibliography format.

6. EVERY SOURCE MUST HAVE A CLEAR AND COMPLETE BIBLIOGRAPHY CITATION.

To begin this project path, you must submit, for instructor approval, the information requested in item #1 above.
