Evaluation Criteria:

•  Response includes at least three reasons why your chosen side believes the way you do.
•  Response justifies your right to a homeland with at least three reasons.
•  Response includes discussion of the extent to which man’s inhumanity to man is justified within the context of

the Palestinian-Israeli conflict.
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
