This site contains three things:





1. This readme file.





2. A selection of image files which should be copied to a seperate folder of your choice on your hard-drive. These image files could also be used as desktop wallpaper using most any image editing software.





3. And a screensaver program called Slideshow which is distributed as freeware. After downloading it to your computer it is installed by double clicking on the .exe program with the smiley face called


 "SLIDES~1.EXE".





After it is installed it can be accessed most easily by right clicking on a blank space on your desktop. Select "Properties" which will open your "Display Properties" window. You could also get there by going  to "Start" > "Settings" > "Control Panel" > "Display".





At the "Display Properties" window chose the "Screen Saver" tab, then open the "Screen Saver" drop down box and scroll to "Slideshow" and select it. Next click on "Settings". Under "Path to image files" enter the path or browse to the folder that contains the images you want the screensaver to display. You can select the folder where you stored the images on your hard-drive, or any other folder that you wish that contains images. The Slideshow screensaver program will display in sequence all of the images in that folder. You can chose which images are displayed by moving image files into or out of that folder.





After selecting the image folder you can make other choices about how the screensaver functions. You may wish to disable some of the transition effects, change the speed at which the images change, etc., but leave the JPG box checked. A help file is available for further instruction. After making your choices click "OK".





Back at the "Screen Saver" tab in the "Display Properties" window in the "Wait" box you can select how long your desktop should remain inactive before the screensaver activates. Then click on "Apply" and then "OK".





All of these settings can be changed later by going through the same process.
