Let it drip.  After all, it's a juicy, jammy wine that you should allow in your pleasure zone with  
great rewards.  Faster music, stronger wine!  Finish what the sun has started.  After all, it's red,  
it's lip smackin' delicious and most of all, it's from Toad Hollow, where the party's just begun!
