MXDL Heatsink Tips
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[image: image2.emf]A couple of tips for you: 

1. When using the AixiZ module, I always cut the back of the module case off some, so that it doesn't stick out past the heatsink.  You need as much room inside as possible.
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2. The MXDL is a little tight on room (inside) using the heatsink, but there is enough. You just have to be careful and make sure your components are not going to smash into each other when you set the heatsink in place.  
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Final assembly: You will have leads from the driver sticking out of the MXDL, then the last thing, will be to solder the leads together to the leads from the heatsink/LD and use heat shrink tubing. Then carefully wind/place the small amount of excess wire inside using a small screwdriver if necessary as you set the heatsink in place. Then, screw the retaining ring on!

P.S. You can see from the first picture above, the threaded aluminum piece that held the original driver and emitter, has been modified. (drilled/grinded) The top (flat) part that the emitter rested on, (small picture at upper right) is no longer there. If using the DDL driver, this is to make room for the LM317 and components. (Which you will mount on the original round MXDL circuit board) 
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As you can see from these pictures, you can mount the silicon diode with cap, at the back of the LD, or right on the MXDL board. If you mount them on the board, just make sure to discharge the cap after testing your driver. Before you connect your L.D.
