The Javanese alphabet, when written
in order, spells the words that

tell a succinct but poignant story. “Two
knights meet. They are equal. They
fight. All die.” I am totally blown away
by the lessons parenthood is teaching
me. After 18 years of wedded bliss
without children Alice and I became
parents in the middle of August; at least
that is our official title with AFS. More
specifically we are “host parents.”
Karina was born when Alice and I had
been married about a year. Her parents
in Indonesia are teachers of music and
language. I intend to have her join us at
the HDNCMS picnic at Sequoia Park in
Eureka on the afternoon of September
25th. I don’t know what events will be
held by Arcata High School that same
day. That same evening is the Dune
Escape, the annual fund raising dinner of
Friends of the Dunes. That is usually
held at the Wharfinger Building. Is it OK
for me to go to a benefit for that other
local non-profit when the Medical
Society is so financially strapped?
Since I wrote last the Medical Society
hosted Noreen Evans. Last month when
I let you know that we were going to
have that meeting I misidentified The
Honorable Ms. Evans. I had said she
was our newly elected State Senator. In
fact she is Assembly member from
Sonoma County and is the Democratic
candidate hoping to continue her political
career as a Senator. I don’t know who
she is running against. It may be good for
us to meet with that person as well.
Anyway, she is termed out as the
expression goes. She indicated that she
is in favor of Medi-Cal covering medical,
dental and related care at rates that are
fair to physicians and other providers of
care. She points out that state Medicaid
funding is matched dollar for dollar by

the federal government. I am thankful
that I am employed at a Rural Health
Clinic and that, as such, my Medi-Cal
reimbursement is sustainable. On behalf
of my Medi-Cal patients I am grateful to
consultants who are willing to help care
for those patients even though they take
a loss on that care. I would like
everyone, not just doctors, to receive fair
pay for the work they do. I am certain
that California could not afford to pay
fairly for quality care for everyone who
qualifies, even with matching funding. I
think that ultimately costs would be
recouped. On at least a weekly basis I
see patients who have been sick so long
that their employers have laid them off.
They are lost to follow up until they have
depleted their lifesavings and qualify for
partial coverage through Medi-Cal or
CMSP. By that time their conditions

typically have progressed to the point of
permanent disability. If we could get
them covered sooner with complete
coverage the vast majority of them
would get back to employment and
contributing to coverage for others.
There is a lot of relevant stuff currently
going on in the State Legislature. They
are considering laws to further implanta-
tion of federal health care reform.
Probably the most sweeping of these
laws is creation of the state clearing
house for individual purchasers of
private insurance. There is also a
recycled bill, twice vetoed by the current
governor, that would provide for
enforcement of existing law forbidding
“recission” of health insurance policies.

END OF LIFE CARE:
LET’S MAKE  IT BOTH HUMANE  AND COST EFFECTIVE

L ast night (Aug 8), 60 Minutes ran an

other story on one of the many failures

of our healthcare system. This story focused

on the fact that, last year, Medicare spent

more than $55 billion on care devoted to the

last two months of patients’ lives. As this

story pointed out, that level of spending is

totally unsustainable for any society. There

is no way that we can spend $50+ billion in

the last two months of life when there are so

many competing imperatives, both within

and outside of health care: children’s health,

education, repair of the infrastructure, na-

tional security, etc. The United States (or

any other country) doesn’t have nearly

enough resources to provide all that we may

want.

The open secret is that most of us

physicians know that much, if not most, of

this “terminal” money is wasted. (The num-

ber they quoted in the 60 Minutes story was

30% or $16.5 billion). Patients don’t receive

more comfort, better life quality or improve-

ment in any other measure that we may con-

sider beneficial. It’s $55 billion spent on more

tests and more invasive therapies with little

or no tangible benefit. We do this stuff be-

cause we can, and do, get reimbursed for it:

like implanting a defibrillator in a 93 year old

man with terminal cancer, or performing a

Pap smear on an 83 year old woman with

liver and renal failure.

Since the medical technology revolu-

tion began after the Second World War

we’ve begun to believe that we can be im-

mortal. All we’ve got to do is spend more

money, order one more test, attempt one

more invasive procedure, try one more ques-

tionable, unproven experimental therapy,

and we’ll beat whatever’s ailing us and live

forever. Television dramas like House or ER

or Chicago Hope reinforce these attitudes.

Characters on these shows rarely die, even

those with the most bizarre and debilitating

diseases are usually cured by the final com-

mercial break. In fact, 2/3 of the people who

have cardiac arrests in those shows survive

CPR, while the actual number, in real life, is

less than 2%.

And conversely, we believe that if we

die then someone must be responsible,

since, with the right combination of tests

and therapies, we can be immortal. This is

one of the bases of CYA and defensive medi-

cine, again driving up costs for unneces-

sary care.  It’s time we start confronting this

reality in how we do our jobs. We have to

change attitudes, our fear of litigation, the

public’s false sense of immortality and our

own sense of omniscience and omniotence.

A little humility in the face of “Death, the

undiscovere’d country,” life’ s greatest mys-

tery, can take us a long way. There are other

ways of dealing with dying patients than

ordering more tests, tubes or trials.

Unfortunately, even when the major-

ity of patients say that they wish to die at

home (when they actually realize that they’re

not immortal), less than 20% actually do. The

vast majority of people die in the hospital,

many of them in the ICU hooked up to all

the high-tech goodies modern medicine can

offer.

While we are aware of hospice and

palliative care, few of us take advantage of

those services. The average patient is en-

rolled in Hospice for less than two weeks

before death intervenes. Part of the problem

is the way hospice care is “sold” to the pub-

lic. People feel that once they’re enrolled in

hospice care they will no longer have their

routine medical problems taken care of—

they can’t go to the doctor. They feel that

Hospice hastens death. But studies contra-

dict this. In one study, researchers followed

4400 Medicare patients with either terminal

cancer or CHF. They found no difference in

survival time between hospice and non-hos-

pice patients with breast cancer, prostate

cancer and colon cancer.  In fact, hospice

care seemed to extend survival for some

patients; those with pancreatic cancer

gained an average of three weeks, those with

lung cancer gained six weeks, and those with

CHF gained three months1. This says we

need to find a way to better integrate Hos-

pice into our care plans and consciousness.

We must begin having conversations,

in both public forums and in intimate talks

with our patients, about end-of-life issues

starting with the unassailable premise that

100% of us will eventually die. Death is just

as much a part of life as birth is. We need to

make patients aware that we can’t cure ev-

erything, nor should we wish to. There are

things worse than death: severe, lingering

pain and loss of self to name but two.

The biggest part of having this par-

ticular conversation is listening to what our

patients want. What do they consider ac-

ceptable? Atul Gawande1 writes of one per-

son who felt that as long as he could eat

chocolate ice cream and watch football on

TV his life was worth living. Other people

may feel that life isn’t worth it when they

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lose the ability to talk on the phone. But

unless we have that conversation we’ll

never know. And if we don’t know, how do

we know how invasive to get when a pa-

tient is confronting the end of life?

This is a conversation that will not fit

into a 15 minute office visit. This is a con-

versation that must take place over several,

if not many, visits. It involves us truly get-

ting involved with our patients and their

families to learn of their fears and desires. If

we are to help our patients make their own

informed decisions, we need to take the time

to really work with them and their families.

For, ofttimes, the patient is willing to back

off, but one or more family members demand

that everything be done for momma.

Unfortunately, the economics of medi-

cine is structured against having such con-

versations. This is a delicate subject for ev-

erybody, and if we don’t have the luxury of

time to work with our patients, these con-

versations will never be held. Primary care

physicians, the ones best positioned to have

these talks, are not paid for having long,

almost philosophical discussions with their

patients. And, since time is money, there

must be some sort of funding or insurance

reimbursement or something so we can have

this discussion with our patients. The Obama

Health Care bill passed last March, actually

took funding for these discussions out of

the bill when certain Republican legislators

and former candidates started screaming

and demagoging about government man-

dated “Death Panels.”

Since economics will trump morality

and philosophy every time, I fear that we

will be stuck with our current inability to

engage our patients in this most important

aspect of providing care, and we’ll watch

many more patients die in a manner that

nobody would wish for, and watch another

$55 billion a year go down the drain.
