Then, on the front pastedown, is
a label of that society, with a note that the book
was released, and a note in pencil reading “M.
Papantonio, the gift of George Goodspeed, Sum-
mer 1969.” Of Unanue (1758-1833) , Appleton’s
Cyclopedia notes that he was a Peruvian scientist
of great eminence in his country, close personal
friend of Bolivar, professor at the medical col-
lege, and author. He was the cosmographer for
the viceroyalty, and conducted a census of Peru
during the years 1793 - 97, the results of which
found their way into his Guias. His book on the
coca plant is of note as well. He took part in the
independence movement, was first president
of the congress and held many other influential
posts throughout the rest of his life. The book is
bound in a wonderful contemporary Peruvian (?)
binding, full leather, uniformly mottled, and with
elaborate gold tooling the length of the spine.

46. Venegas, Miguel. Juan Maria de Salvati-
erra of the Company of Jesus; Missionary in the
Province of New Spain, and Apostolic Conqueror
of the Californias. Cleveland: Arthur H. Clark
Co., 1929. First edition. Octavo, pp 350, with 7
plates and a double-page map. The map shows,
in two colors, the “Routes followed by Father
Salvatierra and the Jesuit missions of the period
1709 - 1750.” The text has been translated, edited
and annotated by Marguerite Eyer Wilbur. This is
Volume V of the “Spain in the West” series, com-
prising “Original Documents from Foreign Ar-
chives.” Fr. Salvatierra was, with Kino and Serra
and Margil, one of the great founders of missions.
His major area of activity was Baja California,
though as Visitador of his order, he travelled
through Sonora and Sinaloa as well. The author,
Fr. Venegas, is the same who wrote the first his-
tory of California (Lower or Baja). This is the only
English translation made of the work. Fine copy,
largely unopened.

Vols. 1 - 3 are a facsimile of the first editon of
Noticias de la California, incl. and appendix in
manuscript that has never been published before.
\ol. 4 is a facsimile, in a small but quite legible
hand, of the manuscript of Venegas himself from
which Fr. Burriel edited for publication the No-
ticias. The original working title of \Venegas was
Empresas Apostolicas etc., and this constitutes
its first appearance in print. Vol. 5 is a facsimile
of the first edition of Venegas’ El Apostol Mari-
ano representado en la vida del V.P. Juan Maria
de Salvatierra ... The supplement is the English
version of Mathes’ introduction in vol. 1, which
brings together all the known facts of Venegas life
and the history of the printing of his works. Fine
