We know something about economics.  Economic madness on a national or global scale must be voted out of power.

The human species is capable of rising to the challenge.

We as a nation (and as its vast variety of peoples) can learn to be equitable ourselves, if we want the world (and our neighbors) to consider being equitable with us.
Nations at the Earth Summit noted that with 4% of the world's people, the U.S.A. is using  25-40% or more of global resources taken.  In the struggle to find proper balance, rather than living in a system of multiplying wants, we may learn to simplify our needs.  And when we find compassion, the rest of the equation will change.

Torture is an evil that must be “put out” worldwide.  We must look squarely at how our tax dollars are being used for this crime.    

How can we allow every needy citizen to eat, have shelter, safety, health care, training and learning?  How can we protect our families and have work to do?   If we let citizens starve, freeze, what does our citizenship mean? What are we a part of?
