SUBJECT: APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION 16-07 RESCINDING STAGE 1 OF 
DISTRICT WATER SHORTAGE CONTINGENCY PLAN  
 


 
 
RECOMMENDED ACTION:  Approve Resolution 16-07  rescinding Stage 1 of the District's 
Water Shortage Contingency Plan, based on the California State Water Resources 
Control Board (State Board) allowance for self-certification of local water supplies, the 
region's adequate rainfall during the past rain season, and adequate storage in regional 
reservoirs to support minimum flows in the Russian River.     


 
FISCAL IMPACT:  May result in a small increase in revenue from increased water use.   
    
DISCUSSION: 
 
At the August 7, 2014 Board meeting the District Board passed Resolution 14-14 
which implemented the then current State Board regulations requiring the District to 
enact the appropriate level of its Water Shortage Contingency Plan to achieve a 20% 
reduction in water production compared to the same month in 2013 and implement 
certain mandatory water conservation measures.  The State Board resolution and 
attached regulations prohibited the following actions: 


1. The application of potable water to any driveway or sidewalk.  
2. Using potable water to water outdoor landscapes in a manner that causes 


runoff to adjacent property, non-irrigated areas, private and public walkways, 
roadways, parking lots or structures.  


3. Using a hose that dispenses potable water to wash a motor vehicle, unless the 
hose is fitted with a shut-off nozzle.  


4. Using potable water in a fountain or decorative water feature, unless the 
water is recirculated. 


  
Resolution 14-14 put the District into Stage 1 of the Water Shortage Contingency 
Plan and the response by District customers resulted in a production reduction of 
approximately 14% through March 2015.   


In March and April of 2015, the State took several actions that extended its drought 
regulations.  The State Board reaffirmed the water use restrictions to achieve 20% 
reductions in water use by urban water suppliers in March, and in early April 
Governor Brown increased the reduction to 25% but stated the reduction program 
should recognize programs that have been doing water conservation all along.  In 
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the 2015 version of the State Board regulations, the District was required to reduce 
its water production by 16% compared to 2013.  The amended State Board 
regulations also included some new water use restrictions: 


5. Urban water suppliers must limit the number of days per week that customers can 
irrigate outdoors.  


6. Irrigating turf or ornamental landscapes during and 48 hours following 
measurable precipitation was prohibited. 


7. Water agencies were required to notify customers when they are aware of leaks 
that are within the customer’s control. 


8. Restaurants and other food service establishments could only serve water to 
customers on request; and 


9. Operators of hotels and motels must provide guests with the option of choosing 
not to have towels and linens laundered daily and prominently display notice of 
this option.  


 


On May 7, 2015 the District Board approved Resolution 15-10 which  continued 
Stage 1 and revised it to conform to the amended State Board regulations.  This 
Resolution included the additional State Board restrictions and specifically restricted 
outside watering to 3 days per week.  During this period District customers have 
responded well and have reduced their water use by approximately 22% compared 
to the same months in 2013.   


This past winter the precipitation that fell in most of California was enough to fill 
many reservoirs and that has taken off the edge of the emergency aspect of the 
Statewide drought, although one can't say the drought is over Statewide and many 
localities still are in very serious situations.  However, the State Board has 
recognized that having a Statewide target is not meaningful for many water 
suppliers.  In response to the current situation, the State Board has continued the 
drought emergency but has amended its regulations to allow large urban water 
suppliers (and the District falls into this category) to self-certify the level of available 
water supply they have assuming three additional dry years, and the level of 
conservation necessary to assure adequate supply over that time period.  Water 
suppliers that can demonstrate that they will not have a shortfall in their supplies 
after three additional dry years do not need to meet a conservation target.   


The District falls into this category.  We have gone through this process and have 
successfully demonstrated that our water supply for the next 3 years is more than 
sufficient without a mandatory water use reduction target.  This self-certification is 
based on the following: 


 The District receives its water supply from underflow of the Russian River via 
the El Bonita and Monte Rio well fields. 


 Summer is the critical period for having enough flow in the River for the 
District's water supply needs. 


 Minimum summer flow is 70 cubic feet per second (cfs), according to the 
Biological Opinion for endangered salmonid species in the Russian River. 


 The Sonoma County Water Agency has self-certified its wholesale water 
supply for its contractors which means SCWA can make releases to meet the 
required minimum flows. 
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 District maximum pumping in the summer is 2 cfs and any relatively small 
increase or decrease  (for example, 20% decrease) in that amount would not 
be measurable compared to the 70 cfs minimum flow.   


While the State Board has allowed self-certification, the State  still requires the 
enforcement of certain restrictions through its emergency regulations.  Those 
include all the ones listed above, except number 5.  The continued restrictions are 
mostly within the general conservation practices, drought or no drought, of the 
District, and do not need formal implementation of a water shortage contingency 
plan. 


Resolution 16-07 has been crafted to rescind implementation of the State 1 
condition but recognize that certain water use restrictions required by the State 
Board are still in place.  These restrictions will remain in place until January 2017 
unless rescinded by the State before then (unlikely because of the timing with the 
precipitation season; we need snow and rain statewide or continued because the 
needed precipitation is not happening.   


Observations: 


 District customers are to be commended for their exemplary performance 
during the Stage 1 period.  Water use reductions exceeded the State targets, 
but more importantly there was great cooperation by District customers in 
complying with the State required restrictions.  Staff had very few instances 
of needing to get customers to comply with the restrictions and in all 
situations I can remember it only took one call or visit.   


 Because of the District's situation of pumping from the underflow of the 
Russian River, there is no conceivable drought situation that would actually 
cause water supply problems for the District.  However, there are conceivable 
drought situations that would cause water supply issues for the region, and 
the District should participate in the regional solutions for those issues which 
would likely include water conservation efforts aiming for a target reduction in 
water use.   


 There are other possible water shortage situations that are real for the District 
- earthquakes which damage District supply lines and other facilities, 
contamination of the River from a variety of sources, and other situations.  
We need to be prepared for these too.   


 The District should use this experience to improve or modify the District's 
Water Shortage Contingency Plan (Plan) which is included in the District's 
Urban Water Management Plan.  For example, the current Plan does not 
anticipate the State requiring a certain conservation target including certain 
mandatory water use restrictions.  We now know this should be provided for 
in the Plan. 


 For most places in California the drought is not over even if the conservation 
effort has been toned down.  For the Russian River area, we are still in a 
period of lower than average rainfall, but whether a regional conservation 
program is needed is a year to year thing.  We're waiting on revisions to 
Decision 1610 which may add clarity to long-term reservoir operations and 
flow regimes that can get us off the year to year approach.    


 The State Board has taken this current approach because it recognizes - it got 
lots of feedback on this issue - that having unnecessary restrictions in place 
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was like crying wolf - when we need assistance from our customers in 
meeting water supply demand, our customers need to know it's for real.   


 


 







Resolution 16-07 
 


A RESOLUTION OF THE SWEETWATER SPRINGS WATER DISTRICT RESCINDING 


RESOLUTION 15-10 IMPLEMENTING STAGE 1 OF ITS WATER SHORTAGE CONTINGENCY 


PLAN  
 


WHEREAS, the California State Water Resources Board (State Board) adopted a resolution calling for 
an overall 20% reduction in statewide water use and enacting certain outside watering restrictions in 
July 2014; and 
 
WHEREAS, at its August 7, 2014 meeting the District Board adopted Resolution 14-14 which 
complied with the State Board Drought Emergency Water Conservation Regulations (Regulations) and 
District customers responded with an overall reduction of 14% in water production; and 
 
WHEREAS, in May 2015 the State Board adopted a new resolution calling for an overall 25% general 
reduction in statewide water use and amending its Regulations to add certain additional water use 
restrictions, and specifically require the District to achieve a 16% reduction target based on 2013 
water production; and 
 
WHEREAS, in response, the District adopted Resolution 15-10, implementing Stage 1 of its Water 
Shortage Contingency Plan, and included the required mandatory restrictions in the Stage 1 
proclamation; and 
 
WHEREAS, this past winter, precipitation in the region has replenished Russian River reservoirs and 
generally statewide water supplies are much better than one year ago; and 
 
WHEREAS, the State Board has amended its Regulations to allow urban water suppliers such as the 
District to self-certify their water supplies, assuming three additional dry years, to determine what level 
of local water use reduction is needed to meet supply over that time period ; and  
 
WHEREAS, the District has gone through the self certification process and determined that a water 
use reduction target is not needed to meet local supply over the next three years; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the State Board has extended its Regulations through the end of January 2017; and  
 
WHEREAS, the State Board has continued the following restrictions: 
 


1. The application of potable water to any driveway or sidewalk is prohibited.  
2. Using potable water to water outdoor landscapes in a manner that causes runoff to 


adjacent property, non-irrigated areas, private and public walkways, roadways, 
parking lots or structures is prohibited.  


3. Using a hose that dispenses potable water to wash a motor vehicle, unless the 
hose is fitted with a shut-off nozzle is prohibited.  


4. Using potable water in a fountain or decorative water feature, unless the water is 
recirculated, is prohibited. 
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5. Irrigating turf or ornamental landscapes during and 48 hours following measurable 
precipitation is prohibited. 


6. Water agencies are required to notify customers when they are aware of leaks that 
are within the customer’s control. 


7. Restaurants and other food service establishments can only serve water to customers 
on request; and 


8. Operators of hotels and motels must provide guests with the option of choosing not to 
have towels and linens laundered daily and prominently display notice of this option.  
 


 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE SWEETWATER 
SPRINGS WATER DISTRICT THAT 
 
1.  Resolution 15-10 implementing Stage 1 of the District's Water Shortage Contingency Plan is 
rescinded.  
 
2.  The following water uses continue to be prohibited by the District while the Statewide Drought 
Emergency continues or until these restrictions are modified by the State Board: 
 


 The application of potable water to any driveway or sidewalk.  
 Using potable water to water outdoor landscapes in a manner that causes runoff to adjacent 


property, non-irrigated areas, private and public walkways, roadways, parking lots or 
structures.  


 Using a hose that dispenses potable water to wash a motor vehicle, unless the hose is fitted 
with a shut-off nozzle.  


 Using potable water in a fountain or decorative water feature, unless the water is recirculated. 
Recycled water is not mandated, but encouraged for fountain use. 


 Irrigating turf or ornamental landscapes during and 48 hours following measurable 
precipitation. 


 
3.  These restrictions may be waived by the General Manager where necessary to address an 
immediate health and safety need or to comply with a term or condition in a permit 
issued by a State or federal agency.

SUBJECT:  DISCUSSION/ACTION RE EL BONITA WELL FIELD 
INUNDATION PREPARATIONS  
 


RECOMMENDED ACTION:  Receive a presentation by the General Manager  
regarding meeting with Division of Drinking Water staff on flooding impacts on the El 
Bonita Well Field and the Guerneville Water Supply System.     


 
FISCAL IMPACT:  none 


 
DISCUSSION: 
 
The El Bonita Well Field is at a relatively low level near the Russian River.  It is the 
source of water for the Guerneville Water Supply System of Sweetwater Springs Water 
District.  When the River water elevation gets to 29 feet the well field starts to become 
inundated.  Flood stage for the Russian River at Guerneville is officially at 32 feet 
elevation.  The near flooding in March raised an issue that is concerning to staff - we 
learned in preparation for anticipated flooding of the El Bonita Well Field that the State 
Division of Drinking Water would expect the District to issue boil water notices if the 
wells at that location need to be operated while under water.  We had thought that we 
had addressed that issue to the State's satisfaction (the last large inundation and boil 
water notice was in 2006 and was due to flood water infiltrating the raw water line 
because of a leak in the raw water line from the wells) but we learned during this last 
event we had not.   
 
We had a meeting with State staff on April 28, 2016, to discuss this matter. The 
State staffs' concern is  that they are concerned that flood waters could contaminate 
the pumped water by negative pressures somewhere along the piping that is under 
the flood waters.  Our position is that District water is continually monitored for 
turbidity which should show increased turbidity and that we have a plan for 
addressing this situation, that boil water notices are a hardship for everyone, if not 
needed, and we want to find out what we can do to satisfy the Division of Drinking 
Water staff so that boil water notices are only used when needed.    At the end of 
that meeting we agreed that District staff would work on solutions.  We offered to 
get our well maintenance people involved which State staff stated was a good idea.   
 
Since that meeting staff have been looking at alternatives and have gotten our well 
maintenance consultants involved.  Ron Foster, owner of Ground Water Well and 
Pump has been working on a letter to the Division of Drinking Water to state his 
opinion of what we are doing provides safe water during inundations.  This letter is 
in the process of being sent to the Division of Drinking Water.  Mr. Foster believes, 
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based on years of high-level work, that our operation provides safe water during 
inundations.   
 
Other alternatives that District staff are looking into include: 
 
Raising the well heads.  This is similar to what is done in some vineyards.  It may 
not satisfy the Division of Drinking water staff because the plumbing would still be 
exposed to inundation and their concern appears to be infiltration of contaminate 
water at joints - there would still be some exposed to contaminated water.   
 
Raising the vaults and satisfactorily waterproof them.  This proposal would raise the 
vaults 3-4 feet in preparation of a flood event.  Floods higher than 36-37 feet would 
inundate the vaults and may require boil water notices, but those are less frequent 
and also involve other major disruptions within the service area.   Boil water notices 
in these situations appear to be more acceptable and may be required in any event 
because of the other disruptions - loss of power, contaminated water infiltration in 
other locations.    
 
Our next step is a meeting with Ron Foster and Division of Drinking Water staff.  
After that we will have a much better idea on how to proceed.

DISCUSSION: 
 
The District is seeking funding through USDA for the FY17 CIP which is replacement of 
approximately 6,800 ft of existing main and 75 services on Old River Rd at Morningside 
east to the eastern section of Foothill Drive and include Orchard Rd and Foothill Drive 
and River Rd on river side of the road. The District has hired Coastland Engineering to 
prepare a Preliminary Engineering Report and Environmental Report which are required 
elements of the USDA loan/bond process.     
 
These reports are near completion.  If we get them prior to the July 7 meeting we 
transmit them to you.  As part of the USDA process, USDA is requiring the District to 
complete the CEQA process prior to submitting the application for funding.  Typically 
this finding is done during award of contract but we will follow the direction of USDA so 
that we can get the funding process moving again.   
 
The 2017 CIP is replacement of existing water main and services and will result in 
negligible or no expansion of capacity, thus the Project is exempt from environmental review, 
pursuant to CEQA and  the CEQA Guidelines, section 15301(b) and 15302(c.  Resolution 16-08 
makes this finding and we hope it satisfies USDA.

FISCAL IMPACT:  None 
 
DISCUSSION: 
 


1. Water Production and Sales:  Water sales in May were 19,020 units (43.7 AF, Guerneville 
cycle) and production was 54.4 AF.  Compared to one year ago, sales and production were 
higher (46.9 AF and 55.2 AF, respectively).  The water lost percentage has increased a bit 
(21.2) but is still staying at historically low levels.   The reduction from January 2013, the 
State Board standard, was 31% which is similar to last May's (33%).  GPCD for May was 
64.5.  Figure 1 shows sales, production and % difference since 2008.   


 
2. Leaks:  In May we had 11 total leaks and spent 74 man-hours on them.   Those are more 


leaks and man-hours compared to the prior month and fewer leaks and man-hours 
compared to May one year ago (20 leaks, 196 man-hours).  Figure 2 shows service and 
main leaks separately with a total breaks line as well.       


   
3.  Russian River Flow:  It's time to switch over to Russian River flow. The rainy season is 


over; we did okay (right on the average of the past 8 years with a near flood event in 
December, but below the long-term average), and now it's time to look at how the River is 
doing.  Figure 3 shows historical rainfall compared to this year's rain.        


 
4. 2017 CIP:   This will be discussed in the Administrative Agenda.            
   


5. Toilet Rebate/Direct Install Program:   No toilet rebates reported for June. 
 
6. In-House Construction Projects: No in-house projects completed in June; several 


underway.  
 
7. Urban Water Management Plan: I am making progress on the UWMP.  The format is 


different with this update and I have adjusted to that.  My intention is to present some 
UWMP issues at the August meeting (Water Shortage Contingency Plan revisions, population 
projections, and perhaps others that I discover) and then have a draft UWMP presented at 
the September meeting, with approval at the October meeting.  Required noticing and public 
review may extend that time schedule, as well as possible, unknown-at-this-time 
interruptions from other events. 


 
8. Guernewood Park Fire Planning Meeting:  On June 17 I attended a meeting for 


developing a wild fire specific plan for the Guernewood Park area.  An issue that was brought 
up at the meeting was generator power for booster pumps in the area.  The Monte Rosa 
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Boodster located on Old Cazadero Road does not accept generator power at this time.  The 
specific plan may want to include improvements to this booster pump facility in its 
recommendations.   


 
9. Gantt Chart:   The Gantt Chart is revised for the coming fiscal year.  Please review it and
