SUBJECT: DECLARATION OF STAGE I WATER SHORTAGE 
 


 
 
RECOMMENDED ACTION:  Receive a presentation on the possibility of declaring a Stage I 
Drought following the District’s Water Shortage Contingency Plan.  Consider declaring a 
Stage I Drought condition or not invoke Stage I but ask for a voluntary 20% reduction 
by our customers.   


 
FISCAL IMPACT:  A 20% reduction in water sales would have approximately a $140,000 
reduction in District revenues if done for an entire year.  There would be additional, 
relatively small District expenses associated with the water conservation effort. 
    
DISCUSSION: 
 
The State of California is in the midst of a statewide drought.  The severity of the 
drought varies throughout the State, but it is unusual and a problem in that the 
water shortages are generally statewide.   The Governor of the State, Jerry Brown, 
at some point stated that he wanted a 20% water use reduction.  The State Water 
Resources Control Board is supposed to be directing that effort.  It seems 
appropriate that the District invoke its Water Shortage Contingency Plan or some 
measure of making water use reduction official District policy in response to the 
Statewide direction.   


The District last declared Stage I of the Water Shortage Contingency Plan in 2009 in 
response to the Temporary Urgency Change to Decision 1610 mandated flows.  In 
that year it was strictly a Russian River event and there was specific language in the 
relevant Board order directing a regional effort (although not specifically Sweetwater 
Springs involvement). River flows (and rainfall) are similar this year and a similar 
effort is appropriate.   


A reduction in the amount of 20% will be a big achievement. The District should be 
setting an example for others in this effort.  And we must remember that water that 
is not diverted is water that stays in the river – that to me is the theme this year.   


However, the direction from the State is not clear.  The reduction goals are not clear 
– other than 20%.  We don’t know for how long the plan should be put in place, for 
example.  Apparently, the State Water Resources Control Board will provide some 
direction in mid July.  We have heard a rumor that the State will place some 
mandatory restrictions on outside watering – I believe that is a police power that the 
District does not have.   







Declaration of Stage I Drought  2  
July 3, 2014 


The regional effort is not clear either.  Contractors of the Sonoma County Water 
Agency have not made formal drought declarations in their communities.  They have 
called for voluntary 20% reductions.   


The District’s 2010 Urban Water Management Plan (UWMP), Appendix A. describes 
the District’s Water Shortage Contingency Plan (Plan).   The Plan lists three stages of 
water shortage – I, II, and III.  Table A-2, excerpted from the UWMP and shown 
below, shows that reductions in the 15%-25% call for a Stage I declaration by the 
Board.  The UWMP is sparse on the details of what a Stage I Water Shortage 
Conservation Plan would include, only stating that the conservation would be 
voluntary.  Exhibit A to Resolution 14-13 contains the proposed elements of the 
Stage I Water Shortage Conservation Plan.  This plan is based on staff experience of 
working in the conservation field and discussions with SCWA staff of what is 
available for regional programs.  Because of the decentralized nature of this 
conservation effort, possible changes in direction from the State, and the current 
lack of an overall regional coordination of regional water conservation, the Plan must 
be considered subject to change.  As we find better ways to achieve results, we 
would implement those better ways.

Declaration of Stage I Drought  3  
July 3, 2014 


 As I write this report I am uncertain about details about what the State wants 
us to do.  When does the conservation effort end?  When it starts raining 
somewhere?  Is it just a summer thing as it was back in 2009?   


 Revenue impact is estimated to be $140,000 if done for an entire budget year.   


 The District has no police power to enforce restrictions.  The proposed water 
conservation plan, whether for Stage I or requesting 20% reduction, is 
voluntary.  Any plan that had mandatory restrictions would be difficult to 
enforce.  The District’s only punitive tool available is turning off service.  We 
cannot fine anyone for not abiding by water use restrictions.  One approach to 
get police power would be to have Sonoma County enact water use restriction 
ordinances and delegate the enforcement authority to the District.  That would 
be a time-consuming process, if even feasible, and is not available for this 
summer. (nor is it necessary) 


 To me, this is an effort to get in step with the State and to make our message 
internally consistent.  We have been asking for our customers to voluntarily 
reduce water use for some time, keeping in step with the Sonoma County 
Water Agency’s (and others) program entitled “Turn the Water Off” – doing 
either approach will make it official policy of the District. 


The conservation effort is not being done perfectly, and much can be done to 
improve regional cooperation.  However, the District needs to be a participant in the 
conservation effort.  Exhibit A shows a reasonable plan that can be presented to 
District customers to get the effort moving regardless of formal invocation of Stage 
I.  Invocation of Stage I Water Shortage makes it more of statement and is following 
the UWMP.  Either action will make water use reduction during the drought official 
District policy.  







Resolution 14-13 
 


A RESOLUTION OF THE SWEETWATER SPRINGS WATER DISTRICT 


DECLARING A STAGE I WATER SHORTAGE  
 


WHEREAS, the California State Water Resources Board has issued a directive calling 
for a 20% reduction in statewide water use; and 
 
WHEREAS, the reservoirs in the Russian River system and the flows in the River are 
low and projections indicate that conditions will deteriorate further later in the summer 
and fall of 2014; and 
 
WHEREAS, it is in the District’s and all regional water purveyors’ interest that a 
cooperative effort be developed to address the water shortage situation in the Russian 
River system and statewide; and  
 
WHEREAS, the District adopted the 2010 Urban Water Conservation Plan (the "Plan") 
by Resolution 11-25 on October 6, 2011, which includes a water shortage contingency 
element: and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Plan's voluntary and mandatory rationing stages may be triggered by a 
water supply shortage; and  
 
WHEREAS, the direction from the California State Water Resources Board indicates a 
water supply shortage exists thereby triggering the rationing stage provisions of the 
Plan; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Plan has a three stage response plan and provides that Stage I 
voluntary rationing should be declared when the conservation goal target is between 15-
25%; and 
 
WHEREAS, Stage I voluntary conservation by District customers may be achieved by 
adjustment to their interior or exterior water use, but still requires concerted effort by 
District staff; and  
 
WHEREAS, the Plan contains programs and activities that will help the District and its 
customers achieve a conservation target of up to 20% based on the 2011-13 average  
usage; and  
 
WHEREAS, attached as Exhibit A is a list of the programs and activities that will be 
undertaken by the District to assist its customers in achieving water savings under the 
voluntary Stage I conservation program.  
 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Directors of the Sweetwater 
Springs Water District declares the implementation of Stage I of the District’s 2010 
Urban Water Conservation Plan and directs staff to begin implementation the programs 
and activities listed in Exhibit A with a goal of decreasing water production by 20%.

FISCAL IMPACT:  Small, if any   
 
DISCUSSION: 
 
We have heard no news regarding this item since the last meeting as of the writing of this report 
on June 26, other than USDA is still considering our proposal.  Nicki Tallman of Brandis Tallman 
calls approximately every two weeks and gets the same “we’re considering this” response.  
Below is what we wrote two months ago: 
 
In March the District was informed that USDA had issues with the partial refunding of USDA 
bonds that was executed in September 2013 by the District with concurrence of USDA staff 
involved at the time.  The main issue appears to be that the USDA accounting or payment 
system cannot accept interest only payments which is how the partial refunding was done.  The 
partial refunding was necessary because the private placement bond had a maximum of 20 
years; USDA bonds outstanding after that were left in place and interest only for the period of 
time that principal was due was included in the refinancing.  Apparently, that is now 
unacceptable  to USDA.   
 
After an exchange of letters and emails, we have learned that USDA staff have been directed to 
fix this situation in a way that best suits all parties.  The District’s placement agent, Brandis 
Tallman, has presented a proposal to USDA that would have the District paying $1,000 in 
principal annually for the next 19 years until the full principal amounts on the bonds are 
required.  This would have a minor impact on District finances and would actually have a net 
present value benefit to the District in terms of the later principal and interest payments being 
reduced.

DISCUSSION: 
 
At the June meeting we presented information on changing the chlorination system at the Monte 
Rio Treatment Plant from Mioxx chlorine generation which gets chlorine from the electrolysis of 
salt (sodium chloride) to Trichlor Feeders which use trichloroisocyanuric acid to generate 
chlorine and, as a result of the process, adds cyanuric acid into the treated drinking water.  The 
Board wanted more information on the health impacts of cyanuric acid, if any, what 
investigations have been made into the health impacts, and other related questions.   
 
I have talked with staff at the California Department of Health Services regarding the toxicity of 
cyanuric acid and that person stated that cyanuric acid in the amounts that would be added to 
the Monte Rio water supply is not toxic.  It does not bioaccumulate in the body (passes 
through), does not cause birth defects, is not a mutagen and is not carcinogenic in any tests 
done.  He added that it’s been used in the swimming pool industries for years with no health 
issues reported.   
 
Attached with this report is a list of communities using the Trichlor feeder.  It’s a fairly short list. 
 
This is a fairly short report because of the press of time; we can do more research if additional 
information is needed.

Review of the Toxicity of Cyanuric Acid 
 


Occidental Chemical Corporation 
October 28, 2013 


 
Introduction 
 
Trichloroisocyanuric acid (“trichlor”) is a solid chlorine donor which is approved for continuous 
(non-emergency) use in drinking water.  Trichlor tablets are sold for use in treating drinking water 
by Occidental Chemical Corporation under the brand name ACL® 90 Disinfecting Tablets.  Trichlor 
has been used to treat swimming pool water since the early 1960’s.  Occidental Chemical 
Corporation has been a leading manufacturer of trichlor since 1993, when it purchased the 
chlorinated isocyanurates business from Monsanto Company, and has extensive experience in the 
manufacture, storage and use of trichlor.  Additional product information is available at:  
http://www.oxy.com/OurBusinesses/Chemicals/Products/Pages/ACLandSodiumChlorite.aspx. 
 
It is important to insure that use of trichlor is safe.  Available chlorine is the toxic part of the trichlor 
molecule, but trichlor has the same toxicological effect as the same amount of free chlorine from 
any other source of available chlorine.  Ingestion of water treated with low levels of trichlor will 
also lead to ingestion of small amounts of cyanuric acid. 
 
At normal drinking water concentrations, virtually all of the available chlorine in a trichlor solution 
is rapidly reduced to chloride by reducing agents in human saliva and stomach fluid.  The only 
product remaining after ingestion is cyanuric acid.  Since cyanuric acid is the stable reaction 
product, its toxicity is of interest and is reviewed in this document. 
 
Cyanuric acid is also known as isocyanuric acid, trihydroxy-s-triazine, s-triazinetrione, or CYA.  Its 
structure is shown below.  Regulatory agencies and the scientific literature generally use the 
triazinetrione nomenclature, while cyanuric acid is preferred in commerce.  In aqueous solution, 
cyanuric acid actually exists in two isomers, which are shown below.  Trichlor is based on the 
structure on the right, with the three H-atoms replaced by three chlorine atoms.

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Toxicity Data for Cyanuric Acid 
 
Trichlor produces hypochlorous acid (HOCl) and cyanuric acid when dissolved in water.  HOCl is 
rapidly destroyed in the stomach, so the only persistent product from trichlor is cyanuric acid. 
 
Despite the similarity of names, cyanuric acid (C3N3O3H3) has absolutely NO chemical relationship 
to cyanide (CN-).  This is obvious from the chemical structure.  Cyanuric acid is made by the 
pyrolysis of urea.  Cyanide is not used in or formed as a by-product of the manufacture of cyanuric 
acid.  Furthermore, cyanide is not a degradation product of cyanuric acid or trichlor.  In fact, 
cyanide is rapidly destroyed by reaction with the available chlorine in trichlor. 
 
The toxicity of cyanuric acid has been extensively tested due to the use of trichlor in swimming 
pools.  The toxicity studies on cyanuric acid, summarized in Table 1, show that: 


 Cyanuric acid is practically nontoxic.   
 Cyanuric acid does not bioaccumulate. 
 Cyanuric acid is not fetotoxic (toxic to fetuses) or teratogenic (causes birth defects) 
 Cyanuric acid is not mutagenic or carcinogenic. 
 Cyanuric acid is not metabolized in the body, therefore no metabolites need to be 


considered.   
 At low doses, cyanuric acid is completely absorbed and then rapidly passed from the body 


unchanged in the urine.  At higher doses, it is incompletely absorbed, passes through the GI 
tract unchanged and is eliminated in feces as well. 


 If fed at very high concentrations (> 2000 ppm), it can precipitate in the kidneys causing 
kidney blockage.  This does not occur at concentrations well under the solubility limit of 
2000 ppm. 
 


The major adverse effect observed in the toxicity studies is the formation of precipitates in the 
urinary tract of male rats when fed at high dose rates, leading to kidney failure.  Precipitates form 
when cyanuric acid's solubility limit in urine is exceeded.  This effect is observed to much greater 
extent in males rat due to physiological differences between male and female rats; similar effects 
were absent from both male and female mice. 
 
The Acceptable Daily Intake (ADI) can calculated from the lowest No Observed Adverse Effect 
Level (NOEL) reported in the toxicity studies.  Therefore, defining the NOEL is a critical step in 
defining the toxicity of a chemical.  The accepted NOEL for cyanuric acid is 132 mg/kg bw/day in 
male rats, which is from the two-year carcinogenicity study on rats. 
 
The acceptable daily intake is calculated by multiplying the NOEL by the body weight and then 
dividing by a safety factor of 100: 
 ADI (for a 70 kg adult) = 132 mg/kg bw/day x 70 kg / 100 = 92 mg/day 
 ADI (for a 10 kg child) = 132 mg/kg bw/day x 10 kg / 100 = 13 mg/day 
 
These values can be compared to the corresponding values for estimated daily intake, which are  
calculated in the next section.

Exposure Calculations for Drinking Water Use 
 
This section calculates the estimated daily intake (EDI) of cyanuric acid from use in drinking water 
chlorination.  The EDI is calculated for different doses of available chlorine, assuming that trichlor 
is used as the chlorine source, using the equation below.  The results are given in Table 2.  Note that 
the maximum dose of available chlorine allowed by the EPA is 4 mg/L, so the maximum CYA 
concentration, when using trichlor, is 2.5 mg/L. 
 
 EDI = V x C x 0.62 
 
 where: V = volume of water consumed (L/day), 2 for adult, 1 for child 
  C = the dose of available chlorine used (mg/L as Cl2) 


0.62 = Ratio of mg of cyanuric acid to the mg of available chlorine in trichlor

In all cases, the estimated daily intake (EDI) is well under the  acceptable daily intake (ADI) from 
the previous section, so this use is considered to be safe.   
 
In fact, the estimated exposure to cyanuric acid from treated drinking is less than the estimated 
exposure from swimming in a pool containing more than 40 mg/L of cyanuric acid.  Cyanuric acid 
has been used as a “stabilizer” in outdoor swimming pools for over 50 years, with no reports of any 
human adverse effects from ingestion of cyanuric acid. 
 
Alternately, the  EDI values can be used to calculate the safety margin using the equation below.  If 
the safety margin is over 100, the use is considered to be safe. 
 
 Safety margin = NOEL x body weight (kg) / EDI

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Table 3 shows that the safety margin for ingestion of cyanuric acid from treated drinking water is at 
least 1,800 for a 70 kg adult and at least 520 for a 10 kg child.  Both are well above the minimum 
acceptable safety margin of 100. 
   
The U.S. EPA extensively reviewed the toxicity studies for cyanuric acid before approving the use 
of trichlor for drinking water in 2001.  The World Health Organization (WHO) has also reviewed 
the use of chlorinated isocyanurates for drinking water and concluded, in 2004, that the use was 
safe.

Conclusions 
 
The following conclusions summarize the results of the toxicity studies on cyanuric acid: 
 
 Cyanuric acid is essentially non-toxic (NOEL = 132 mg/kg bw/day) and shows no adverse 


human health effects at concentrations well below the solubility limit. 
 
 The estimated intake of cyanuric acid for drinking water use is well below the maximum 


acceptable intake. 
 
 The safety margins for use of trichlor in drinking water are at least 1,800 for a 70 kg (154 


pound) adult and at least 520 for a 10 kg (22 pound) child. 
 
 The presence of less than 3 ppm of cyanuric acid in drinking water due to treatment of the water 


with trichlor is not a health concern.

FISCAL IMPACT:  None 
 
DISCUSSION: 
 


1. Laboratory Testing: Water quality tests confirm that all SSWD water meets all known 
State and Federal water quality standards.   


 
2. Water Production and Sales:  Water sales in May was 22,092 units (50.7 AF, 


Guerneville cycle) and production was 71.3 AF.  Compared to one year ago, sales and 
production were lower (61.6 AF and 76.8 AF, respectively).  The water lost percentage 
increased a bit to 25.8%, as shown in Figure 1.   


 
3. Leaks:  In May we had 20 total leaks and spent 151 man-hours on them.   Those are 


more leaks and man-hours compared to the prior month and more leaks and man-hours 
compared to May one year ago (12 leaks, 31 man-hours).  Figure 2 shows service and 
main leaks separately with a total breaks line as well.   


 
4. Flow at Hacienda: Figure 3 shows the flow in the Russian River this spring compared to 


last year, 2009 and the 2000-2008 average.  2009 was a similarly dry year, last year had a 
historically dry January through the summer, and the 2000-2008 average was the former 
standard for summer flow but we will likely not see that again.  So far this year flows are 
down, but that’s what we should expect giving reservoir storage and the early start of flow 
reductions this winter – it’s very similar to last year.  My understanding is that the TUC 
only runs until June 29, so flows may get higher then (or the upper basin conditions may 
be such that a critically dry situation exists without a TUC).          


 
5. 2014 CIP/2015 CIP:   The Notice of Completion for the 2014 CIP has been approved and 


recorded.    The construction contract for the 2015 CIP, Old Monte Rio Road, was awarded 
at last month’s meeting, the contract has been executed and we expect the contractor, 
Piazza Construction, to start work the week of July 7.             


 
6. Toilet Rebate/Direct Install Program:   My understanding is that SCWA got 75% of its 


requested grant.  That may mean we will be adding $18,000 to the direct install program.  
No toilet rebates were approved in June.  The current Direct Install Program accounting 
numbers are as follows: 31 customers have had 49 direct install toilet installations 
completed, 3 customers have not acted after being notified they are approved for 
installation and 11 previously approved customers are on a wait list.                    
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7. In-House Construction Projects:  There was one in-house projects reported for June.  
Staff prepared the area around a meter on Old Cazadero Road (Spooners) for a double 
check valve (3.75 hours).   


 
8. Gantt Chart:   The Gantt Chart was revised for the new fiscal year.  Please look at it to see 


if I missed anything.   In July we have milestones for the start of CIP construction (it’s 
happening), office lease renewal (we haven’t heard back from Ferrellgas) and Annual 
Review (on the agenda).
