SUBJECT: DISCUSSION ON POTENTIAL DISTRICT WILD FIRE ISSUES 
 


RECOMMENDED ACTION:  Receive a presentation Richard Skaff, resident of 
Guernewood Park area, and from General Manager Steve Mack regarding potential 
District wild fire issues and provide direction to staff.    
 
FISCAL IMPACT:  none at this time.  


 
DISCUSSION: 
 
Richard Skaff, a resident of the Guernewood Park neighborhood has requested that 
he be allowed to give a presentation to the Board regarding his concerns about 
water supply in the Guernewood Park neighborhood in the event of a wild fire in that 
area.  Mr. Skaff's emails requesting this item have been forwarded to the Board.   
 
I have responded to Mr. Skaff with the following response which I believe gives good 
background for a discussion on this item (lightly edited):  Fire protection is a 
complex subject and rushing a discussion and purchasing equipment on one aspect 
based on comments from one newspaper article on a totally different area and 
situation is not appropriate or responsible.  For your information, the Monte Rosa 
Tank which is the tank I believe you are focused provides storage for approximately 
90 customers in the Guernewood Park area along upper Old Cazadero Road, Camino 
del Arroyo, and Fern Way, and has been rated by the Division of Drinking Water 
analysis as having 133% of needed fire protection storage.  These houses are also 
fed by the main zone which also feeds the Monte Rosa Tank even if the power is off 
and that booster pump is not working.    Most of the houses along Old Cazadero 
Road are in the main zone, not fed by the Monte Rosa Tank, and are supplied by the 
storage at our principal Guerneville System storage at the Highland Treatment 
Facility which is directly supplied by the wells at the El Bonita well field and which 
does have onsite backup power.  


There are lots of lessons to be learned from the October fires and it is apparent that 
the County and local fire agencies are working on those lessons.  I am hoping that 
there will a regional response that shares these lessons in an integrated way among 
the many affected public and private agencies.  Perhaps even a water-centered 
workshop.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:  Receive a presentation from General Manager Steve Mack 
regarding the Guernewood Park Resort request for water service from the District and 
provide direction to staff.    
 
FISCAL IMPACT:  none at this time.  


 
DISCUSSION: 
 
The Guernewood Park Resort (Resort) is a proposed hotel/motel with a reported 120 
rooms and a restaurant which is located between the Dubrava Condominiums and 
Hulburt Creek in Guernewood Park.   Coastland Engineering has developed a model 
of the District's Guerneville to determine whether the District's Guerneville System 
can supply water to the Resort without impacting existing District operations.   
 
As discussed at the last two meetings, the modeling results appear to show that the 
District can meet the ordinary water supply demand for the Project but the District 
has insufficient storage for the fireflow requirements for certain construction 
methods.  It appears the Project proponents will need to determine their 
construction methods to determine how much, if any, additional storage is needed. 
 
At our latest meeting the project proponents requested that the District provide 
them with a will serve letter.  I have sent them a conditional will serve letter (shared 
last month) that conditions the District's capacity to serve the project water based 
on their construction methods and the fireflow requirements associated with the 
method selected based on Coastland's modeling results.  At the time of writing this 
report we have not heard back on their decision on construction methods.

DISCUSSION: 
 
County of Sonoma PRMD has scheduled a series of community meetings on their 
plan to implement the Regional Board TMDL in Sonoma County.  The meetings 
scheduled for Guerneville and Monte Rio currently conflict with the September and 
October Board meetings.  The Board may want to consider rescheduling the October 
Board meeting so that Board Members may attend the October County Community 
meeting.   


These conflicts have been pointed out to the County, including Supervisor Hopkins.  
Because of the meeting conflicts and because the information to be discussed at 
these meetings still haven't been released to the public or reviewed by the 
Wastewater Community Advisory Group at the time of this writing, these community 
meetings may be rescheduled and our meeting conflicts may go away.  We should 
know by our September meeting and can act accordingly.

FISCAL IMPACT:  None 
 
DISCUSSION: 
 


1. Water Production and Sales:  Water sales in July were 28,325 units (65.0 AF, 
(Guerneville cycle) and production was 77.9 AF.  Compared to one year ago, sales were 
higher and production was lower this month  (67.7 AF and 79.3 AF, respectively).  The 
water lost percentage increased a bit but is staying in the dropping trend.   Figure 1 shows 
sales, production and % difference the District.     


 
2. Leaks:  In July we had 12 total leaks and spent 128 man-hours on them.   That's fewer 


leaks and more man-hours compared to the prior month and compared to July one year ago 
(13 and 101).  Figure 2 shows service and main leaks separately with a total leaks line as 
well.     


   
3. Russian River Flow:  Flow is a little higher than the typical normal to dry year mid-


summer flow levels at shown in Figure 3.   Flow has been in the 120 cfs range.  These are 
provisional data and may be revised with further inspection.           


 
4. River Lane Property Sale:  According to a recent email from RRR&PD, funding will be 


approved September 11 and the property sale can be completed by the end of October.     
 
5. Monte Rio Trails Project:  There was a meeting with the interested parties (Supervisor 


Hopkins, MRRPD, Open Space, Regional Parks and me in August, but I forgot it (:-().  
Everyone is interested in moving this project forward and I will find out the next steps.    


  
6. 2018 CIP:  The project is moving along; Piazza is working on Old River Road at the time of 


this writing. 
 
7. In-House Construction Projects: Two in-house construction projects were reported for 


August: Investigated and fixed loud noise at Crespo booster pump (31 man-hours), one inch 
service on Drake Rd (12.75 man-hours).  Also 2 toilet rebates were completed in August.   


 
8. Small Claims Court Action: This was settled for $225 coming to the District.  
 
9. Vacation:   I will be on vacation starting September 28 and returning October 23.  Julie 


Kenny will be acting General Manager in my absence.
