17448 River Lane, Guerneville, is a property of approximately one acre in Vacation 
Beach, Guerneville.  It was formerly the site of a District well which has been long 
abandoned.  The Board discussed issues regarding this property at the September 
meeting, heard from a neighboring property's owners, Mr.  and Mrs. O'Flynn, and a 
subcommittee comprising Rich Holmer and Sukey Robb-Wilder was appointed to assist 
the General Manager to investigate this item more fully.   
 
Progress: 
 
Not much has happened in the past month.  I have made a call to the Agriculture and 
Open Space Commission regarding a conservation easement but have not received the 
promised call back - time to try again. 
 
Sukey and Rich volunteered to speak with the neighborhood group but that hasn't 
happened.   
 
Mr. James Vincent has reaffirmed his interest via email but we have not directly 
communicated.

DISCUSSION: 
 
This is the start of the annual review of the District's approved Capital Improvement Program 
(CIP) which we start every December.  If there are no changes or questions, we move on with 
whatever has been planned for the coming year; if questions arise staff work on getting and 
we come back in January for more discussion.  This is one of those years when the Board may 
have questions and explore alternatives largely because we are running out of money.  We 
had been fortunate to be able to build up and maintain substantial reserves because of the 
funding from the Redevelopment Agency which is no longer an option.  The past two years we 
have been fully funding our projects and we are nearing the end of what we can self fund on 
an annual basis.    
 
At the August 2015 Board Meeting the Board approved a revised 2016-2023 CIP which was 
the result of a comprehensive staff and Board review of the District's capital projects, 
augmented by the work of the ad hoc CIP Review Subcommittee.  Items that the 
Subcommittee addressed included the selection criteria listed below:   
 


 Improved water quality  
 Water losses  
 Potential Liability    


 Age of Pipe 
 Pipe Material 
 Terrain  
 Difficulty of Repair/Maintenance  


 Storage and pressure zone requirements  
 Costs per service  


 
Table 1 shows the approved 2016-2023 CIP.  A major change in the CIP was the inclusion of 
the River Road project and position as the project next for construction in FY 2017.  This 
project is currently under design by Coastland Engineering.  Two leaks associated with the 
water main along River Road near Rio Nido, the pipe material of that main - cast iron - the 
condition of the pipe material when it was excavated for repair, and the fact that it's the only 
supply line into Rio Nido have moved this project to the top of the list.   







2016-2023 CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM REVIEW 2

A major issue with the approved CIP is the possible cost of the 2017 project.  In Table 1 the 
project is listed as $985,000 but we are almost certain it is much more expensive than that - 
the main length is longer than what is stated in the CIP and the included side streets only add 
length and cost.  We are thinking it will be closer to $ 2 million.  We will have a much better of 
the cost in January when design is nearing the 50% mark.  As Table 2 shows we cannot afford 
this size of a project to be done next year - we will run through all our reserves including 
Policy Reserves.  Possible alternatives include: 
 


 Split the project into two years but do we want to chance the possibility that starting 
the project and then waiting for completion will present a risk of failure to the delayed 
half. 


 Do the 2018 project first building up reserves (or just skip a year totally).  That will also 
give us some time to look for grant funds. 


 Get a loan - we might be able get a USDA loan but that incurs more debt, something 
we've been trying to get away from.  However, with low reserves we might be able to 
get some debt forgiveness.  Also possible is a State Prop 1 grant or loan associated with 
that or other State funding.

FISCAL IMPACT:  None 
 
DISCUSSION: 
 


1. Water Production and Sales:  Water sales in October were 20,001 units (46.1 AF, Monte 
Rio cyle) and production was 57.3 AF.  Compared to one year ago, sales and production 
were lower (44.7 AF and 58.2 AF, respectively).  The water lost percentage dropped a bit to  
(22.1), and the same as last year in October.   The reduction from October 2013, the State 
Board standard, was 10.9%, above the State mandate of 16%., but we are still averaging 
approximately 26% for the summer (May-October).  GPCD for October was 62.9.  Figure 1 
shows sales, production and % difference since 2008 for the two systems.   


 
2. Leaks:  In October we had 11 total leaks and spent 54 man-hours on them.   Those are the 


same number of leaks and more man-hours compared to the prior month and more leaks 
(by one) and  fewer man-hours compared to October one year ago (10 leaks, 55.25 man-
hours).  Figure 2 shows service and main leaks separately with a total breaks line as well.       


   
3.  Guerneville Rainfall:  We are in the second month of an El Nino rain year and nothing 
much has happened yet.  Figure 3 shows historical rainfall compared to this year's rain (which 
just started so not much there yet).  It's looking much closer to the worst year than the above 
average year but again it's early - El Nino rains typically don't happen until after the New Year.          
 


4. 2016/2017 CIP:   Piazza Construction is nearly done with the 2016 CIP on Canyon 1 Road 
in Rio Nido.  Paving should be completed by now (the rain may have interfered).  For the 
2017 CIP survey crews were out this week.          


   
5. Toilet Rebate/Direct Install Program:   No toilet rebates reported for September. 
 
 
6. In-House Construction Projects: In November two in-house construction projects were 


reported: replacement of 160 feet of main with 2 inch HDPE and two services on 
Morningside Drive (91 man-hours) and installation of bypass pump at Redwood Tank for new 
tank liner installation (33 man-hours).  


 
7. Gantt Chart:   The Gantt Chart for December has design for the 2017 CIPl, review of the 


CIP, and Russian River Water Rights.  The water rights item is long overdue and was put in 
the chart for a reminder; I don't expect any action on this until the drought is officially over - 
the measure of a water supply is how it handles drought so we need to get through this one 
before proper analysis can be done.
