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Proposal and bid for:  VIP Tuxedo
Work to include:  

1. Create Access database containing tuxedo item information and order information
2. Create form in Access or Visual Basic for staff to check availability
3. Create form in Access or Visual Basic for staff to reserve a tuxedo item
4. Client review of prototype and specification of changes

5. Final development
6. Documentation for staff
7. Complete testing

8. Release

Timeline:
1 to 2 weeks for initial prototype.  Final version up to 3 weeks from date contract is received.  

Please note that substantial changes in design can take longer, so it will be up to you when reviewing the initial prototype to specify all changes right away.  This estimate specifies one review cycle.  An additional review cycle with additional changes will add to the time and to the cost.
Technology:
Access 2002 on Windows XP
Visual Basic may be required to set up an easier-to-use application.  This will be up to you in selecting from the proposed approaches before committing to a specific design.
Estimated cost and terms:

Access only – should be roughly $360 including documentation and support
Visual Basic application if needed – should be roughly $500 to $700 including documentation and support

Adding Options mentioned in next page could add another $240 or more.
Cost estimates based on $60/hour for Access development and $80/hour for subcontract to VB developer if needed, plus testing and documentation fee
Terms: $100 deposit upon signing of contract
Remainder due upon completion
Workflow for staff:
Setup (before staff starts using):

If using Access, you can open the database and select Forms, drag the VIP form onto the desktop, and from there on the staff can double-click on that VIP icon to get into the Access form.
If using VB, an application will need to be installed on the computer and you can then set a desktop icon to point to the location where you have installed the application.

Workflow:

1) Click on desktop icon

2) Select an item to reserve (Shirt, Coat, etc.), color, and start date

3) Confirm
4) Return to step 1 to reserve additional items
If item not available:

3) Automatic view of alternate sizes and colors – select alternate

4) Confirm

5) Return to step 1 to reserve additional items

It should be fairly simple in Access to have the form show selector fields for Month, Day, Year when the staff are selecting reservation dates.

If you want an actual calendar display for them to select from, we may need to go with Visual Basic and a more advanced application.

Options:

The above workflow DOES NOT SUPPORT a “reserve entire tuxedo” panel where the staff can put in a request for multiple items all in the same form.  It assumes the shirt, coat, pant, shoe, etc. would each be reserved separately.  If you want the ability to reserve an entire tuxedo from a single form, this would make the logic much more complicated and would add to the Access cost or require a VB application program.
The above workflow DOES NOT SUPPORT selecting dates from a calendar – instead it assumes staff will select month, day, and year from drop-down menus.  If you want something more like a displayed calendar, this may involve a VB program.  You could go with the easiest and fastest (for me) option first with just the Access form that has drop-down month, day, and year selectors, and see how well that works for the staff.

Data Entry Requirements:

Sample data will be provided and you’ll want to replace this with real items, colors, and sizes.  This bid DOES NOT include any special data entry forms for staff to enter data; you would enter the data directly into the Access tables.
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
