DAAC Template Explanation

The Flash Intro Page and the Home page are already complete. 

You will be building the following second level pages:

about_addiction.html

treatment_works.html

about_daac.html

programs_and_services.html

employers.html

professionals.html

you_can_help.html

Here is an overview of the structure of the second level pages.  The photo header across the top, the navigation, both horizontal and vertical, and the footer at the bottom on each page will remain constant.  This template contains one “outer table” (1 row 1 column)  that provided the yellow background color and a “main table” (3 rows 1 column) which is for the basic structure.  Within the “main table” there are several nested tables  In the first row of the main table is the seclev_header.jpg graphic.  That does not need to be changed until we get to the third level pages. The second row of the “main table” is a 7 column one row nested table called “navigation.”  You will need to change this slightly on each page.   In the third row of the main table is another nested table with 2 rows and 2 columns called “body”.   The first column, first row,  of this table  holds another nested table called “sidebar”.    In the second column, first row of this table is where you will insert the text/photos for each page.  The second row of the “body” table is merged into a single cell and the footer.lbi library item is inserted into this cell.  You won’t need to change that either.   Here are the instructions for a single page (I’ll use the About Daac page as the example).  Just apply these same instructions to every second level page you make using the images for that page.  Because you are both 

1. Open the file called second_level_template.html

2. Click FILE >>>>SAVE AS>>>> and save the template as each using the name of the second level page you are creating.  If you are using Dreamweaver be sure use .html  

3. The navigation on the page you are creating will change to the “overstate” of the button on each page, so you will need to change the button.  Click on the About DAAC button.  In Dreamweaver click on window>>behaviors and open the behavior panel.  You will see the “mouseout” “mouseover” .  touch on each and click the “ – “ (minus) sign and remove the behaviors.   Go back and click on the about daac navigation button to select it. Delete that button and insert the button called nav_about_daac_over.jpg.  found in the nav folder.

4. next you will change the side bar photo.  Click on the photo.  Go down to the source file and in the photos folder select the sidephoto_about_daac.jpg 

5. If there are tidbits on the page then you will need to insert that text in the tidbit boxes.   In the template, the tidbits are in a nested table called “tidbits”.  You can change this table as needed for the tidbits.  I set it to be 1 column and 3 rows, but if you have more or less tidbits you will change this table size or even delete it if there are no tidbits.  Just be sure that there is a table border set to 1 with the color set to #fdfdfd .   The individual data cells also have a border set to black.  The text in these tables are controlled by the CSS.  The table should have the class “tidbits” applied to it.  If it does not, then select the table,  open the CSS styles panel, select .tidbits, right click and select apply.  This will apply that class to anything within the table.  

6. Lastly, the middle section where the content goes.  Here the CSS will need to be applied to parts of the text.  Use the H3 tag for the title of the page.  The CSS will make it blue and a larger arial font.  After you type the body of the text highlight the text within the paragraph tag (or use the property inspector to select the paragraph tag) and then open the CSS panel in dreamweaver.  Click on the .regulartext class; right click and then click apply.  For areas where you are using footnotes, do the same thing, but instead of using the .regulartext class, use the .bibliography class.

The Programs and Services page is slightly different only in that it has a sub navigation.  See the instructions for the third level pages for that.  The third_level_template.html is essentially the Programs and Services page.  So to create this page open the third_level_template.html and save it as programs_and_services.html .  

Third level pages

The following are considered third level pages:

programs_and_services_adult

programs_and_services_teen

programs_and_services_women

The instructions for the third level pages are basically the same as the second level pages with a couple of exceptions:  The header graphic on each of the 3 third level pages will change.  There is also a sub navigation on each of these pages.  

1. Open up the third_level_template.html file and do file >>> save as >>> programs_and_services_adult.html and the same for the other two third level pages.  

2. select the seclevel_header.jpg (header graphic).  Replace this with programs_services_adult_header.jpg.  do the same for the other pages (with the corresponding files)

3.  Make sure that the programs and services button on the main navigation bar is still set to the “over” state.

4. click on the photo in the left side bar and replace it with the sidephoto_programs_services_adult.jpg

5. Just as on the second level pages, the center data cell that is empty is for the content for the page.  You may add a table to control text/graphics if you wish. 

Fourth level pages

The fourth level (pop up) pages do not have navigation.  The consist of the same header graphic so you just need to open up the fourth_level_template.html page do file>>save as >> site_map.html  or whatever the case may be and add the content to the data cell.  These pages basically just have an outer single row/column table that provides a background color and a nested table with 2 rows and one column.  The fourth_level_header.jpg is in the first row and the second row is for content.  

The CSS page
The css page is pretty self explanatory.  I created several classes which are named appropriately.  To apply the css class to a page text object, just select what you want to apply it to , click on the css element from the css  styles palette , right click and hit apply.   Be sure to  use H3 tags for all of the page titles (for example about DAAC, programs and services, About Addiction)  and use H2 tags for other “subject” headings within the content.  The CSS will automatically put in the correct text size, font and color.
